The Australlan Tertlary Admisslon Rank (ATAR) |s the
standard measure of a studant's ovarall acadamic
achlevement In relation to that of other students. it1s
Intended to help tertlary Institutions select applicants
for thelr coursas. The ATAR |5 @ percentila rank, not &
score, and Indicates a student’s position relative to
other students In thelr cohort In 2 ghven year.

ATARS are expressad as a number on & 3000 point scals
from 98,85 (hghest) down to 0L0D, In Increments of
0.05. 5o, Ifyou pet an ATAR of BIU0D, It does not mean
you achieved B0, It Indlcates that you placed In the
top 20% of students In Queensland Inyour Year 12

age group. ATARS below 30 are reported &5 “30000 or
leEs".

ATAR ELIGIBILITY

To b2 ellgible for a Quesnsland ATAR, you must:

Most students are
expacted to follow a traditional pattern of accumulating
thelr results over two years of study In Years 11 and 12,
with results at Units 3 and & achieved over the one year
[vear 12
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To cater for studants who &re unable to undertaks

five subjects In one year, AT& RS can be calculated
basad on results achleved over five consecutive years.
Completing one eligible subject aach year over a five-
year period should qualify wou for an ATAR.

PRECLUDED SUBJECTS AND SUBJECT

For example, itls not possible
to Include both Mathematical Mathods (2 Genaral
subjact) and Essentlal Mathematics (an A pplied
suinjact) In your ATAR.

+ Only one result for the same subject taken as a
General subject and Senlor External Examination
can be Included In the ATAR. For example, It k5 not
possible toInciude both the General subject Chinese
and the Senlor External Examinatlon subject
Chinasa In your ATAR. Similarty, It Is not possibla
tx Include both the General subject Blology and
the Senlor External Examination suiject Blology In
your ATAR.

Mo other restrictions apply to the Inclusion of subjacts
In the ATAR. For examiple, the following General subject
results can be counted In your ATAR:

» Doth English and Literature

¢+ Doth Mathematical Methods and Speclallst
Mathematics

» Doth Chinesa and Chinese Extenshon

« [Doth ftallan and Spanish.

3. ATAR= ara then allocated to students basad on the

total [aggregate) of thelr best Tive scaled results.
