The first day of school at Cav Rd – When is it? What to do?  
 
The first day of Year 11 is Monday 23 January. Students are to meet at the PAC by 8:40am and 
are to wear Formal School Uniform. The formal uniform is required as Year 11 School Photos are 
taken on this day.

Year 11 students will 
commence with information regarding their first year of the QCAA senior curriculum and then start 
timetabled classes from Period 3. 
 
Students are 
to meet in the Alan Sampson Sports Centre by 8:40am. Year 8 and 9 to wear sports uniform as usual 
on Tuesday. Year 10 and 12 to wear formal school uniform. Following welcome and orientation 
information for the new school year, students will commence their regular program of lessons. 
Students should bring their iPad/laptops, writing equipment and stationery. The school canteen will 
be open.

The first payment is due by 1 March 2023 
with the final payment due by 21st July 2023.

Interschool Sport trials for Trimester 1 (Summer) 2023 will be Tuesday 14 February (Period 4) for 7, 
8 & 9s and Wednesday 15 February (Period 4) for 10, 11 & 12s. There will be one trial only.  
Students have a range of sports on offer that they can trial for selection.  All interschool sports will 
incur a levy that includes bus and venue hire. More details are included in the letter home upon 
selection.  Trialling for an Interschool Sport is not compulsory.

These include sporting activities that occur at school as well 
as off-campus activities that involve a cost. The Recreational Sport Coordinators will email these 
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details to parents early in the school year. Students make their selection online soon after interschool 
sport trials have been finalised.
